Chapter 14 (p. 145-151):

1. While walking with Ian, Jack states “We all need help.  Some people just don’t get the help they need.”  In your opinion, what does Jack mean?

· No matter who it is, everyone is in need of some kind of help, serious or otherwise.  Unfortunately, not everyone gets the help he or she needs.  Some don’t ask for help, and others feel they can’t ask for help.
