DEFINITIONS

	core

corps
	The tough central part of various fruits, containing the seeds; the part of something that is central to its existence or character; the dense central region of a planet.
A main subdivision of an army in the field, consisting of two or more divisions.

	peal

peel
	A loud ringing of a bell or bells; a loud repeated or reverberating sound of thunder or laughter.
Remove the outer covering or skin from a fruit, vegetable, or prawn (verb); the outer covering or rind of a fruit or vegetable (noun).

	peer

pier
	Look with difficulty or concentration at someone or something (verb); a person of the same age, status, or ability as another specified person (noun).
A platform on pillars projecting from the shore into the sea, typically incorporating entertainment arcades and places to eat.

	ring


wring
	A small circular band, typically of precious metal and often set with one or more gemstones, worn on a finger as an ornament or a token of marriage, engagement, or authority (noun); make a clear resonant or vibrating sound (verb).
Squeeze and twist something to force liquid from it; break an animal’s neck by twisting it forcibly.

	cheap

cheep
	Low in price, especially in relation to similar items or services; of little worth because achieved in a discreditable way requiring little effort.
A short, high squeaky cry made by a young bird (noun); make a short, high squeaky sound (verb).

	breath
breathe
	The air taken into or expelled from the lungs (noun).
Take air into the lungs and then expel it, especially as a regular physiological process (verb).

	shear

sheer
	Cut the wool off a sheep or other animal; break off or cause to break off, owing to a structural strain (verb).
Nothing other than, unmitigated; perpendicular or nearly so, especially of a cliff or wall; very thin, especially of a fabric (adjective).

fore

	In support of or in favour of a person or policy; affecting, with regard to, or in respect of; on behalf of or to the benefit of (preposition).
Situated or placed in front (adjective); the front part of something, especially a ship (noun); called out as a warning to people in the path of a golf ball (exclamation); non-standard form of “before” (preposition).
The cardinal number which is one more than three.

may be
	Perhaps, possibly (adverb); a mere possibility or probability (noun).
Expressing possibility (verb).

whether
	The state of the atmosphere at a particular place and time as regards heat, cloudiness, dryness, sunshine, wind, rain, etc. (noun); wear away or change the appearance or texture of something by long exposure to the atmosphere (verb).
Expressing a doubt or choice between alternatives (conjunction).
