Pronouns

Pronouns are words that take the place of a noun.  Why do we need them?  Consider this:

Sharon texted HER best friend just before the end of the class.  The text said that SHE wanted to meet HER after school at Sharon’s house.  Sharon said that HER mother would cook THEM a huge meal made up of THEIR favourite dishes to celebrate the end of THEIR last semester in high school.

Was the paragraph easy to read?  Pronouns, such as “she” and “her”, would make it clearer and more concise.
