A person’s appearance or manner, especially as an indication of their character or mood.

Past tense of the verb “to send”.
A monetary unit in various countries, equal to one hundredth of a dollar.

stationery
	Not moving or not intended to be moved.
Writing and other office materials.

	profit
prophet
	A financial gain.
A person regarded as an inspired teacher or proclaimer of the will of God.

	threw
through
	Past tense of the verb “to throw”.
Moving in one side and out of the other side of an opening, channel, or location.

	complement

compliment
	A thing that contributes extra features to something else in such a way as to improve or emphasize its quality.
Expression of praise or admiration.

	lessen
lesson
	Make or become less; diminish.
A period or learning or teaching.

	elicit
illicit
	Evoke or draw out a reaction, an answer, or fact from someone.
Forbidden by law, rules, or custom.

	elude

allude
	Escape from or avoid a danger, enemy, or pursuer, typically in a skillfully or cunning way.
Suggest or call attention to indirectly; hint at.

	berth

birth
	A ship’s allotted place at a wharf or dock; steer a ship well clear of something (“give a wide berth”).
The emergence of a baby or other young from the body of its mother.
