H.	Who, which, and that take verbs that agree with their antecedents.

When using the relative pronouns who, which, and that make sure that the verbs agree with their antecedents (the word that the pronoun is referring to).

- The cat that you saw yesterday is very nice.

I.	Words such as athletics, economics, mathematics, physics, statistics, measles, and news are usually singular, despite their plural form.

- Statistics is the most difficult course in our program.


J.	Titles of works and words mentioned as words are singular.

- Lost Cities describes the discoveries of many ancient civilizations.

- Controlled substances is a euphemism for illegal drugs.
