mettle
	A metal disc typically of the size of a large coin and bearing an inscription or design, made to commemorate an event or awarded as a distinction to someone such as a soldier or athlete.
Interfere in something that is not one’s concern.
A solid material which is typically hard, shiny, malleable, fusible, and ductile, with good electrical and thermal conductivity.
A person’s ability to cope well with difficulties; spirit and resilience.

	A pole with a flat blade, used to row or steer a boat through the water.
A naturally occurring solid material from which a metal or valuable mineral can be extracted profitably.
A conjunction used to link alternatives.

paws
	Interrupt action or speech briefly; a temporary stop in action or speech.
An animal’s feet having claws and pads.

	Look at and comprehend the meaning of written or printed matter by interpreting the characters or symbols of which it is composed.
A tall, slender-leaved plant of the grass family, which grows in water or on marshy ground.

The spiritual or immaterial part of a human being or animal regarded as immortal.

	Freedom from disturbance; tranquility.
A portion of an object or of material produced by cutting, tearing, or breaking the whole.

	(Of a person, animal, or plant) stop living (verb); singular form of dice (noun).
A natural or synthetic substance used to add a colour to or change the colour of something.

	Pellets of frozen rain which fall in showers from cumulonimbus clouds (noun); call out to someone to attract attention (verb).
(Of an old person) strong and healthy.
