Monologue - Written and Oral

Guidelines:

A monologue, whether a dramatic monologue or a soliloquy, is designed to reveal the thoughts and feelings of a character concerning events unfolding in his or her life.

1.	Write a creative text of one and a half pages to two pages typed that includes:

· literary/stylistic devices (minimum of 3) clearly identified in the text;
· organizational patterns (i.e. flashback, foreshadowing, chronological order, etc.);
· transitional devices to show relationships between ideas and to ensure clarity and coherence.

2.	Oral presentation of the monologue (length: 3 minutes minimum):

· use stylistic devices to illustrate ideas and to engage the audience;
· communicate in a clear and coherent manner, presenting ideas in ways that are appropriate for the purpose, subject matter, and audience;
· identify and use a range of vocal effects and non-verbal cues to communicate effectively and engage the audience;
· use props, costumes, furniture, etc. to enhance the effectiveness of a production.
